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Full-length Paper Submission

If you wish to have your paper included in the Proceedings, please follow these instructions:

· The paper may be submitted as a Microsoft® WORD and PDF file (both formats are compulsory). The file must contain the complete paper, including all figures and tables in the correct locations.  You may also send in separate sheets illustrations/figures, and tables with separate list of figures and tables captions numbered serially as should appear in text in order. The conference staff will not be able to merge files or edit the file.  The file must be sent as an email attachment. Avoid encoding or any other feature which prevents standard opening of the file.    

· The font should be Times New Roman.  Text should be 12 point size single spaced with each progressive heading being 2 points larger.  You may use italics and bold as appropriate. Text should be black.  You may use color in figures.

· The title should be short specific and informative.  Avoid long titles; a running title of no more than 75 characters is encouraged.

· Abstract not exceeding 300 words should be 10 point size single spaced followed by Key words.  You should list up to 6 keywords to be used for indexing purposes.

· The paper title should be centered in 16 point bold font at the top of the first page.  Leave 2 lines and then list the author(s) name(s) (14 point, bold), organization, and postal and email addresses (12 point, not bold) of each author. Leave 1 line and mention the corresponding author (12 point). Leave 2 lines between the corresponding author information and the abstract. Leave 1 line between the abstract and the keywords.  Leave 2 lines between the keywords and the paper text.  The abstract and keywords headings should be 14 point bold.  
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· References should be listed at the end of the paper as per the standard format provided below:

· An alphabetical list of all literature cited in the text should follow the text, headed by REFERENCES.  Names of periodicals should be given in full.

· Authors are responsible for accuracy of references.

· Unpublished data should be cited as (unpublished data)
